RUNNING YOUR APPLICATION FROM A RAMDRIVE

*  This procedure assumes you have already created a project for the PowerStation.





1.	Copy RAMDRIVE.SYS, HIMEM.SYS, AND EMM386.EXE from the C:\DOS subdirectory to the startup directory 	of your project.





	Example:  If the project name for the powerstation is SAMPLE, the path where you would copy the files is 	C:\INTERACT\PS\PROJECTS\SAMPLE\STARTUP.





2.	Change the directory on your computer to the startup directory of you project.





	Using the example above, the path would be C:\INTERACT\PS\PROJECTS\SAMPLE\STARTUP.





3.	Use DOS EDIT or another text editor to create the following CONFIG.SYS file in this directory.





		DEVICE=B:\HIMEM.SYS  /A20CONTROL:OFF


		DEVICE=B:\EMM386.EXE


		DEVICE=B:\RAMDRIVE.SYS  1000  /E





	Where 1000 is the size in Kbytes of the ramdrive you will create, and /E creates the RAMDRIVE in extended 	memory.








4.	Save the config.sys and exit.  Now create the following AUTOEXEC.BAT file:








	* Note:  If the powerstation has a PCMCIA expansion slot, the RAMDRIVE is created on drive E:


	   If the powerstation has only FLASH memory, the RAMDRIVE will be created on drive C:.  If you are using a 	 	   FLASH unit, change any E: below to C:

5.	Save the autoexec.bat file and exit.  Change the directory back to C:\INTERACT\PS and type IPM to bring up the 	Interact Project Manager.





6.	When you open the project, you should see five files under the startup directory:   RAMDRIVE.SYS, 	HIMEM.SYS, EMM386.EXE, AUTOEXEC.BAT, and CONFIG.SYS.
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7.	Download the project to the PowerStation.
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
