Setup and Configuration of the TI Remote I/O Card

1) Check to see if there is an open ISA slot in the unit.

2) Configure the card via the jumper setting that are located on the Remote I/O card for:

Base Address= D000

Card Interrupt= 5

*Note:  If you already have a card in the unit that is using the same Base Address and Interrupt as listed above, change the other card’s Address and Interrupt.
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The address jumper is a ten pin device with the least significant bit (LSE) and most significant bit
(MSE) located as shown in the figure above. The PC bus address lines correspond to the pin
numbers as shown in the illustration.




3) Check the diagram below to setup the Interrupt for the TI Remote I/O card.
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In Interact open the property sheet for the TI Remote I/O Driver (TIRIO) and set the Base Address and Interrupt to match the cards jumper settings.
