MachineShop Install: Network Communication Software (Windows 95/98)

This application note is taken from the MachineShop Installation Booklet. It is to be used in conjunction with the installation booklet.

To transfer MachineShop projects over a Local Area Network using an Ethernet cable, you must have the following components installed on your development system: 

· Internet Explorer 5.0 (IE5) 

· TCP/IP 

To transfer MachineShop projects over a serial cable, using TCP/IP, you ALSO must have the following components installed on your development system: 

· Dial-Up Networking

· Dial-Up Adapter (Windows 95/98)

· MachineShop Direct Connection modem 

When you begin the MachineShop Suite installation, MachineShop Setup will determine if the required communication software is installed on your system. If it is not, Setup will lead you through the necessary installations.

IE5 and the MachineShop Direct Connection modem install from the MachineShop Installation CD. 

TCP/IP, Dial-Up Networking, and Dial-Up Adapter install from your Windows operating system. Be sure to have the MachineShop Installation CD AND your Windows 95, 98 distribution CD, ready to insert during installation.

Installing TCP-IP:

1. If TCP/IP is not installed on your system, a dialog box will appear informing you that Setup will install TCP/IP. Because of the complexity of this process, the presence and input of the Network Administrator is recommended. Refer back to the installation booklet.

Installing Dial-Up Networking:

1. If Dial-Up Networking is not installed on your system, a dialog box will appear asking if you want to install Dial-Up Networking. Click Yes.

2. The Add/Remove Programs Properties dialog box will appear with the Windows Setup tab selected. In the Components list box, select Communications, and then click Details…
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3. The Communications dialog box will appear. Select Dial-Up Networking, and then click OK.
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4. You will return to the Add/Remove Programs/Properties dialog box. Click OK.

Note: You may be asked to insert your Windows 95 or 98 distribution CD into your CD-ROM drive. Windows will copy the Dial-Up Networking files from the Windows 95/98 CD to your system. Then the Dial-Up Networking Setup dialog box will appear prompting you to restart your computer.

5. Click OK, and then restart your computer so that your new settings will take effect. Restart the MachineShop Suite installation by clicking the Setup shortcut on your desktop.

Installing the Dial-Up Adapter:

1. If  the Dial-Up Adapter is not installed on your system, a dialog box will appear asking if you want to install the Dial-Up Adapter. Click Yes.
2. The Network dialog box will appear with the Configuration tab selected. Click Add… on the Configuration tab.
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3. The Select Network Component Type dialog box will appear. Select Adapter, and then click Add…
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3. The Select Network Adapters dialog box will appear. Select Microsoft in the Manufacturers list box, and then select Dial-Up Adapter in the Network Adapters list box. Then click OK.
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6. You will return to the Configuration tab in the Network dialog box. Scroll through the Network Components Installed list box to make sure that the Dial-Up Adapter is listed, and then click OK.
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Note: You may be asked to insert your Windows 95 or 98 distribution CD into your CD-ROM drive. Windows will copy the Dial-Up Adapter from the Windows 95/98 CD to your system. Then a dialog box will appear prompting you to restart your computer.

7. Click OK, and then restart your computer so that your new settings will take effect. Restart the MachineShop Suite installation by clicking the Setup shortcut on your desktop.

Installing the MachineShop Direct Connection Modem:
1. If the MachineShop Direct Connection Modem is not installed on your system, a dialog box will appear asking if you want to install the Machine Shop Direct Connection Modem. Click Yes.

· If you do not have any modems installed on your system, the Install New Modem wizard will appear. Select Do not run the Hardware Installation wizard, and then click Next.

· If you already have one or more modems installed on your system, the Modems Properties dialog box will appear. Click Add…

2. The Install New Modem wizard will appear. Select “Don’t detect my modem; I will select it from a list,” and then click Next >

3. The next dialog box in the Install New Modem wizard will appear. Click Have Disk . . .
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4. The Install From Disk dialog box will appear. Under the words “Copy manufacturer’s files from,” type D:\Modem\ (or D:\MachineShop\Modem) then click OK. (If necessary, substitute your CD-ROM drive letter for D.) You may need to Browse… your MachineShop CD to find the CTCModem.inf file
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5. The next dialog box in the Install New Modem wizard will appear, and the Models list box will show the MachineShop Direct Connection. Click Next >
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6. The next dialog box in the Install New Modem wizard will appear. Select the communications port that you want to use with the modem, and then click Next > 
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7. The Location Information dialog box will appear, asking you to provide dial-up information. Under “What area (or city) code are you in now,” type the number 1, and then click Next >
8. The Install from Disk dialog box will appear. Click OK.

9. The last dialog box in the Install New Modem wizard will appear. Click Finish.
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10. The Modems Properties dialog box will appear showing the MachineShop Direct Connection. Click OK in the Modems Properties dialog box.

11.  Restart the MachineShop Suite installation by clicking the Setup shortcut on your desktop.

Note: If you wish to connect your computer serially to a Powerstation running the MachineShop Shell you will have to now create a Dial-Up Connection that uses the MachineShop Direct Connection Modem. 

Creating a Dial-Up Connection:
The connection stores the settings needed to connect to the runtime system.

1. Double-click the My Computer icon on the desktop and then double-click the Dial-Up Networking folder. The Dial-Up Networking window appears. Double-click the Make New Connection icon.
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2. The Make a New Connection Wizard appears. Enter the name of the computer you are dialing. The name should be MachineShop Phonebook Entry if you are using the Direct Connection (Serial) option in MachineShop. Select MachineShop Direct Connection as the modem. Click Next.
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3. The following window appears. Enter “1” as the telephone number and then click Next.
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4. Click Finish to save the phonebook entry.
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To configure the phonebook entry for serial downloads, refer to the MachineShop Serial TCP/IP Download Configuration Application Note.
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
