Step by step fix for the User Logon accounts other than Administrator for Windows NT install of Machine Shop


NOTE: To ensure that the steps here are followed correctly, make sure that the Systems Administrator is on hand while completing this application note, you will need the Administrator password.  The basis of this Application Note is to give full permissions to the operator(s) of the PC in which Machine Shop is installed and its registry keys that it uses.  This Application Note will only be in effect until the next release of Machine Shop.
STEPS:

1. Go to the START button on the Windows toolbar, then select RUN.

2. In the OPEN: field, type in REGEDT32.

3. Find the branch for HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE and expand it.

4. Expand the branch for SOFTWARE.

5. Expand the branch for KW-SOFTWARE
6. Expand the branch for INSTALLATION, then MULTIPROG.

7. Highlight V2.0, then go up to the toolbar for Regedit and select SECURITY, and then PERMISSIONS.

8. Under the dialog box REGISTRY KEY PERMISSIONS, you will need to add the group or operator.

9. Still under the SOFTWARE branch, select MICROSOFT.

10. Then highlight INTERNET EXPLORER, repeat step #8.
11. In the main directory of HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE, select SYSTEM.

12. Expand CURRENTCONTROLSET, and then expand SERVICES.

13. Highlight TCPIP, repeat step #8.
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
