Importing Interact Panels from another application

· You can import existing PTM panels into your application using the Import File option in Interact. Open up a new panel and then select Import File from the File Menu.
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· A standard Windows Open dialogue will appear. It will initially default to the .ptm and .gmm files in the C:\machshop\projects\interact\[project name]\appfiles\[application name] directory. These file names have to obey DOS 8.3 naming conventions and may be different from the actual panel names. If you need to import panels from another application, you will need to change the browsed folder destination appropriately.
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· When importing a .ptm filename from another application, be sure to close out the new panel and save it before you make any changes in the application. Importing a panel may temporarily alter the driver settings in Interact. Closing and saving the panel and then reopening ensures reliable operation.
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
