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Inserting symbols into an Interact application

· You can find a list of Interact symbols by highlighting the Application Manager Folder, going to the Help menu and selecting Search for Help On. The steps are shown below
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· Type Font to reveal Font Charts. Select the Display button. This will bring up the appropriate Application Manager help
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· To insert the left pointing arrow shown above, hold down the ALT key, type in the number code, in this case 024, and then release the ALT key. Remember to include the leading zero.

· You must use the numbers that are part of the numeric keypad (accessible using the Num Lock key). The numbers above the QWERTYUIOP on your keyboard will not work.

· If you have a laptop you can still use this functionality. Most laptops have a NUM LOCK key that you can use. The picture below shows the numeric keypad for an IBM Thinkpad. Push the NumLock/Scr Lock key until the NUM LOCK LED lights up. This will enable you to then use the keys J-K-L-U-I-O-7-8-9 as the equivalent 1-2-3-4-5-6-7-8-9 on a standard desktop keyboard.
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
